Everything was OK with security. | let my
film be x-rayed in the way to Greece just to
avoid the hassle of hand-searching (you
have the right to request hand-search), but |
asked to be hand-searched when traveling
back. No problem with Greek security
with this request.
In order to avoid carrying exposed film
in the way back, | was planning to have all
my film processed in Greece. | had done
this in the past with good results. Price for
slide film developing in Athens is half the
price in the USA and the quality is equally
good. | figured that despite the closing of
film developing places in the USA, it
would be "business as usual" in Athens.
Well, 1 was wrong. The professional lab
that | took my film in the past, was closed
and out of business. So, | had to bring my
film back to the USA.
| came back with 42 rolls of film which
| have already processed and mounted.
This might sound like a lot of film for Rer
alist photographers but have in mind that |
am getting about half the amount of pic-
tures in a roll of film with my RBT cam-
eras than a Realist.

The Bottom Line

Overall, other than the lab closing n
Athens, things went OK, and | have some
very nice pictures from this trip to Greece.
