The Fort Adams Trust is pleased to invite your unit to participate in one of the
most unique and reenacting events that will take place in New England this
summer. Fort Adams is the largest fortification in the United States and was
armed and garrisoned during the Civil War to protect Narragansett Bay from
Rebel incursion, and also serving as atraining center for Union regiments.

Over the past several years, several historically significant portions of the fort
have been meticulously restored, and will be used as part of the 2009 Fort
Adams Civil War Weekend. This year’s event is designed to offer reenactors
activities and facilities that are only available at Fort Adams. Highlights of the
weekend will include:

Opportunity for two Federal companies to garrison the newly restored
barracks. The facility allows reenactors to experience living history in an
authentic 19th century setting and features period bunks and barrack
furniture. It also boasts a mess hall and functioning kitchen with
authentic period cast iron stove (and concealed sink and refrigerator).
Registration for this area will be first-come, first-served.

Several rooms in the ornate Officer’s Quarters area will be stabilized for
habitation by the garrison Headquarters, officers sleeping rooms.

A section of the Officer’'s Quarters will be stabilized for use by civilian
reenactors as “Main Street” for the Town of Unity, and use of the rooms
for post office, merchants, shipping agents and other uses.



The restored North Casemates will be used for a dance and social on
Saturday night and for a series of lectures on period topics (we welcome
participation from reenactors) during the days on Saturday and Sunday.

The Fort’s massive (11 acre) defensive outerworks have been cleared of
brush and invasive vegetation after decades of neglect. With the
interlocking fields of fire now clear, the Fort Adams Trust is willing to
allow reenactors to hold a tactical scenario (open onlyto reenactors and
closed to the public) as part of the Civil War Weekend. This is a very
unique opportunity to understand how the complex land defenses
function in Third System forts, and to be part of a recreated assault and
defense of those works.

The large, grassy, six-acre Parade ground will be used for the tent camp
areas, as well as close order and skirmish drills, ball games, and
skirmishes.

Reenactors will have the only access to the four new bathrooms inside
the Fort, while the public will be using the Visitor’s Center outside the
walls of the Fort.

On-site water and firewood will be provided, at a close distance to the
tent areas. Hay for horses will also be provided.

The Fort’s original Redoubt Jail is being restored and will open this
spring, including four jail cells from the 1860s. This will be the setting
for a period court martial and imprisonment.
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This will be aunique opportunity for Civil War reenactors (and their families)
from the northeast to completely immerse themselves in an original 19th
century military setting. A tentative schedule for the weekend, as well as a
registration materials are available at the event website at
www.fortadams.org.
