Thank you for your interest in the 2009 Insomniacs’ 

Revenge.  Weôve returned after an absence of nearly 

3 years.  The directors and staff are well-rested and 

ready to return to our task of providing a high-

quality program for your Crew, Ship, or Post.  In 

this flier, weôll outline some of the basics of our 

event and tell you about the other promotional 

materials available to you in this promotion packet. 

 

Introduction 

The Insomniacs’ Revenge is a program hosted by 

the Northeastern Pennsylvania Council of the BSA.  

The event (and its sister event, the Venturing 

Rendezvous) is open to Venturing Crews, Sea 

Scouting Ships, and Explorer Posts from anywhere 

in the country.  But we donôt stop there.  Weôre 

open to attendance from similar groups from around 

the world.  And though the ñrest of the worldò may 

be a bit of a stretch, we have had a Crew from 

Canada attend a number of our past events.  

Additionally, we might welcome the attendance of 

select Boy Scout and Girl Scout Troops, on a case-

by-case basis (please ask for more information). 

 

Our program begins at 10:00 PM Friday evening 

(check-in begins at 6:00) and runs continuously 

through 1:30 AM Sunday morningéwith an all-

night movie marathon continuing through 7:00 AM 

Sunday.  Perhaps now you see where the 

ñinsomniacò part of our event name comes from?  

Youth and adult participants customize their own 

schedule by choosing from our many program 

options (10 to 20 different sessions are typically 

offered per session).  So, with all this being 

saidéwe think we can offer everyone a huge 

variety of program and keep everyone goingéuntil 

they nearly drop dead of exhaustion. 

 

Ascension Program (AP) 

Our newest program feature, fresh from our long 

vacation, is a multi-session block aimed at focusing 

large amounts of time on a single theme.  We have 

learned from many events that participants like 

working with other Venturers from around the 

regionéand also enjoy the opportunity to work 

with certain staff as much as possible. 

 

By offering a series of sessions in one large block, 

the group (participants and staff) get to know each 

other better and function more efficiently as a 

group.  And of course, because the group stays 

together, there is no travel time between sessions 

and no need to waste additional time with 

introductory material.  These sessions will also 

include the lunch block, meaning the group can 

choose a time to eat that is convenient for 

theméand they can relax and eat as long as they 

chooseéas a group. 
  



Traditional Program (TP) 

If you donôt want to be locked into a specific 

program path, regardless of its length, youôre in 

luck.  We have no desire to get rid of our traditional 

program offerings.   

 

All youth and adults will be able to choose from as 

many as 30 or 50 different program areas to 

customize their schedule.

Program Sign-ups 

One of the first things your group will do when 

arriving to camp is to register for your program.  

Sign-ups are done on-site in the dining hall on a 

first-come, first-serve basis.  Everyone is given a 

schedule and allowed to customize their program 

using the many available programs (AP or TP). 

 

Even though our event is primarily designed for our 

youth participants, adults can have fun too.  Once 

youth program signups have been completed, adults 

are allowed to join-in the fun and customize their 

own schedule.  Of course, if you (the adult leader) 

would like to just relax for the weekend, youôre 

welcome to do that as well.

Registration Fee 

Of course I saved the worst for last.  I must admit 

that Iôm a bit afraid to set the registration fee for 

this event so high, but I have to remember that food 

prices have increased by leaps and bounds over the 

past few years, as have the costs of many of our 

program materials.  We have three basic fees as 

follows, but refer to the Registration Fee Worksheet 

for more information. 

 

¶ $45 / Person: Full program participation 

(includes all meals) 

¶ $20 / Adult: Non-participating adult who 

wish to enjoy the sun all day but want to eat 

all our food. 

¶ Visitor: If youôre visitingéand just here for 

the day Saturday, weôre asking for a little 

money for the meals youôll be eating with 

us.
