Christmas At the John Nicholas Kippenhan Home at Greenwood, Clark County, Wisconsin. (Cilla's
writing of a script for atape Cilla, Lyd, and Emma (my mother) made. This script was found in Cilla's
papers by Jean Wicksberg Sommers, after Cilla passed away.)

"Christmas always brought afeeling of exhilaration, anticipation, and excitement. It started with
December 6th, St. Nicholas Day, (Jean'sinsert: St. Nick's Day was Grandpa John's birthday. Mother
told me he was named Nicholas because he was born on December 6th), when we hung up our mittens
and were told if we were GOOD we'd find a piece of candy in our mitten, which we did. From then on
everything revolved around being GOOD.

One day between St. Nicholas and Christmas, Dad and Mother drove seven miles with horse and sleigh
to Greenwood to do the Christmas shopping. Money was scarce, so they had to plan carefully to buy a
gift for each of us (all thirteen). When they came home only the groceries were unloaded before dark.
After we had gone to bed they secretly hid the gifts until Christmas eve. During that time Dad aso went
to the woods and brought home a beautiful Evergreen - sometimes dragging it severa miles. Mother
was busy after we had gone to bed baking cut out cookies which she frosted and decorated with colored
sugar - some to be used to decorate the Christmas tree. We, the kids, strung popcorn, which was later
used by Khris Kingle to trim the tree.

Emma's narration for the tape, written by Cilla:

The day before Christmas we got up early and several of the older girls were assigned to bake loaves
and loaves of stolen. After agood hearty meal at noon, came bath time in alarge galvanized wash tub
placed on the kitchen floor. The reservoir of the old kitchen stove was filled with mater and many
kettles on top of the stove were also filled to assure that there was enough hot water for all of the baths.
The little ones had their bath first, and then up the line until everybody had their bath. Emma's Note:
There wasn't much time to soak and not much water to soak in. (Jean's Note: Thisisamusing, as after
we had an inside bathroom on our Spencer Road farm near Appleton, my Mother soaked and soaked, to
relax. Or she sat in from of the cook stove on achoir or in front of the furnace register on the living
room floor. She alwayswas cold and ached alot, with arthritis. 1t may have been athyroid deficiency
too, as | have the same problem, so identified.)

Lyd's narrative, written by Cilla:
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Later we had a hurried lunch, using some of the stolen, and then everybody scrambled into their Sunday
best to attend the Christmas eve program at church. Dad and the boys had prepared the sleigh box with
hay, hot bricks, and blankets, with two lanterns at the back. When we were ready to go, the horses with
their dleigh bells, were hitched to the sleigh and away we went. It was three miles to church. When we
arrived it was all it up for the festivities and program in which we all had a part. There was a 20 foot
tree with decorations and candles, and packages piled under the tree for the children. Before the
program, four men with long poles came to the front and lit the candles. They also had four long poles
with wet clothes wrapped around the top to care for the candles and prevent afire.

The children's program was interspersed with the children and the congregation singing Christmas
Carols. The church was packed to the hilt with parents and with children too young to take part in the
program, sitting on their parents lap. After the program, every child received a brown paper bag with
nuts, cookies, candy and an apple. Aswe left the church, our horses that had been blanketed and hitched
to the post for about two hours, had frosted nostrils and were now raring to go home. After we reached
home, al the children went to bed.

Cillas narrative again:

Mother and Dad and the older children decorated the tree and put the gifts under it. Then came the
surprises. Inthe early morning when we took our gifts to Mothers and Dad's bed they Ahh'd and Ohh'd
as though they had never seen them.

On Christmas morning Mother and Dad attended church. We, the children, stayed home and played
with the toys. At noon we served a scrumptious dinner, possibly venison, to about fifteen or more
people. After dinner the women did the dishes and the men went hunting.

On December 26 we celebrated second Christmas Day. It was then that our neighbors, the Smazels,
would cometo our house. The candles on the tree were lit and we and the Smazel children had a
program all our own by reciting the parts we had at the church and at the public school program. After
the program Mr. Smazel and Dad would play Schafskopf (Sheepshead cards, only done in Wisconsin,
and mostly by Germans) and Mrs. Smazel and mother visit.

We, the children, would play games. Later refreshments were served. Then at New Y ears, the
Kippenhan Family would visit the Smazels and the program would be repeated. The next year we
would reverse the dates. We were very good friends. 1, Cilla, still correspond with Edna Smazel.
(Jean's Note: My Mother talked about the Smazels alot and also the Bohs.)

After the children were grown the folks moved to Appleton, and all the relatives that lived in Appleton
came to the Kippenhan home at 1315 So. Mason St. on Christmas Eve for Open House.

There were only afew acres of cleared land when Dad and Mother Kippenhan
cameto live there. And Dad was constantly, always clearing from the forest. The
large white pine logs, for which there was no market, would be piled high and
saturated with kerosene and burned. We enjoyed watching the flames and the
sparks fly heavenward at night. The logs were green and burned along time.

After Dad had enough clearing to support some cows, sheep, hogs, etc, he would to
go work in the logging camp during the winter, to be able to pay for the groceries
during the year. Mother and the children carried on the work at home. We often
heard the wolves howl at night, and they came prowling for our sheep. Mother and
the boys would go out with a lantern and scared them away. Asthe years went on,
Dad, with the help of hisfamily, was able to make aliving on the farm.

We had milk, butter, meat, eggs. We aso grew grain, which Daddy took to the mill
to have ground into flour. Thus came our bread. When Daddy went hunting we
had partridge, grouse, rabbit and venison, (deer). Quite avariety! Then we picked
wild strawberries, raspberries, blackberries, blueberries, elderberries, and June
berries. Such desserts! We had beehives, so our honey.

We attended Kippenhan School, so named because Daddy donated the land so we
could have a school. We attended there first through eight grade and then, for some
of us, on to high school. We aso attended Sunday School every Sunday till noon.
We walked three miles to Sunday School and back home Sunday noon. Every
Saturday for two years, during the fall and winter months, we attended
confirmation class. On Palm Sunday, at the end of the two years, we had our
examination before the church members, to prove we were ready for church
membership. On Easter Sunday, we partook of the Elements of Holy Communion,
and were then admitted as members of the church.

Our early religious experiences were reinforced by daily devotions led by our
Father. On Sunday, if the weather was inclement, Mother would have Sunday
School with usin our home.

Thus our childhood environment on the farm.”

George W. Schmitt Sr., aged 85 years, one of the most widely known pioneers of Sheboygan County,
died at 4:30 o'clock this morning at the residence of his son, George W. Schmitt, Jr., the West Side
merchant. Death was due to kidney trouble and heart disease from which the deceased had been
suffering for the past three weeks.

Mr. Schmitt was born in Germany, January 25, 1830 and came to Americaon July 12, 1850 with his
mother and a brother, his father having passed away two years previous. The family made its homein
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Newark, N.J. for three years during which time Mr. Schmitt supported his aged mother by conducting a
harness buisness. His only brother volunteered at the opening of the Civil War and was never heard
from after his enlistment.

In 1853, the family came to Sheboygan county and settled on the farm later owned by Simon Dean, but
which is now being operated by the latter's son. Mr. Schmitt was married in 1859 to Miss Henrietta
Arnhoelter, the ceremony being performed by the Rev. A. D. Stecher, then pastor of the Trinity
Lutheran Church.

The farm was sold to Simon Dean in 1870 and the family moved to Sheboygan while a new farm was
under constructio on the Lake Shore Road. Mr. and Mrs. Schmitt lived on their new homestead for
twenty-five years and then retired, making their home with their son ever since.

A notable event in the lives of the aged couple was the celebration of their golden wedding anniversary,
March 10, 1909, in the form of afamily reunion. Six children were born of the marriage, three of who
survive. They are George W. Schmitt, Jr., Otto Schmitt, and Mrs. B.Z. Koerner al of thiscity. Mr.
Schmitt'swifeis still living and in good health. Sheis80 yearsold. Eight grand children also survive.

The funeral will be held Sunday afternoon at 1:30 o'clock from the residence and at 2 o'clock from the
Immanuel Lutheran Church, Rev. Theodore Lagetsch, pastor of the church officiating. Buria will be
made in the family lot at Wildwood cemetery.

Mr. Schmitt had been an active member of the Immanuel Church for the past ten or twelve years.
Before that time he was a member of the Trinity Lutheran church as was one of its founders. During
recent years, however, he could not endure the long walk from the west side and joined the Immanuel
church.

The decedent was an honored citizen and highly respected throughout the county. At one time, many
years ago, he held the office of supervisor and was always interested in public questions.
