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Pharaoh... said to them, "Go, serve Jehovah your
God! Who are the ones that are going?" Moses said,
"We shall go with our youngnd our_old with our
sonsand our_daughters. for we must hold a feast to
Jehovah." Then he said... “...if | let you agdur
little ones go? ... No; you strong megon now and
serve the LORD...” (Exodus 10:8)

Pharoah told Moses that worshipping God was
not for children, but only for the big, important men!
But Pharaoh was the bad guy. Moses believed that
God wanted parents and children to worship to-
gether. His latter writings confirm this:

You shall read this law in front of all Israel in
their hearing. Assemble the people, the men and the
women_and childrerand the alien who is in your
town, so that they may hear and learn and fear the
LORD your God..._Their childrenwho have not
known, will hear and learn to fear the LORD your
God... (Deut. 3111b-13)

Moses entrusted the presentation of the law to
the elders, who were to teach it to the people, and
the men were to teach it to their children. This is still
the way we believe it ought to be. Note the reason
WHY: The law was to be read to both adults and
children so_thatreverence for God and His word
would transfer to the grandchildren!

This practice is consistent with theaching of
the New Testamenin Matthew 14:15-21, 18:1-6,

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19:13-14, and 21:14-17, where Jesus supports chil-
dren together with their parents in worship and Bible
teaching, and in 1 John 2:12-14, where children and
adults were together in church to hear the Bible read.

Although it has raised some eyebrows, we have
decided to organize Christ the Redeemer Church so
that families can worship and study the Bible to-
gether rather than dividing into age groups. We be-
lieve that it is worthwhile to take this stand against
modern-day segregated culture and put up with a
little extra noise and activity because we want to see
our faith passed down through the generations.

This means extra work for us as a church to cast
vision for age-integration, but it has been delightful
to see families come because they want the family
support we offer and to hear college students com-
ment on how much they enjoy having children
around! So what does college ministry look like in
an age-integrated church? You'll have to wait for
our next newsletter...
