Fuji 3D Camera 
 

 The big stereo news this summer is 
the introduction of the Fujifilm FinePix 
Real 3D camera.  This is the world’s first 
digital stereo camera.  Right now the 
camera is being offered for sale in Japan.  
Stereo enthusiasts who cannot wait for 
the camera to be introduced in the USA, 
have already ordered the camera from 
Japan via ebay at a cost of around $650. 
 In my mind, this is the most impor-
tant development in stereo photography 
since the introduction of the Stereo Real-
ist camera in 1947.  Right now the Fuji 
3D camera is the talk of all stereo-related 
email discussion lists and stereo clubs 
around the world.  I plan to write an arti-
cle in next month’s newsletter, to discuss 
the news and the possible implications 
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for the future of stereo photography and 
our club.

Wednesday 
 

 The 35th NSA Convention officially 
kicked off on Wednesday, July 10th with 
on-site Registration in the afternoon and 
an evening reception at the Tilt Gallery, 
located in nearby Phoenix.  The Gallery 
hosted a special exhibit during the con-
vention, dedicated to stereo photography 
and featured everything from stereo cards 
and vintage viewers to contemporary pho-
tography.  The event was well received by 
those who were able to attend and pro-
vided the first of many opportunities to 
socialize with other stereo enthusiasts. 
 Like most NSA attendees, I reviewed 
the program booklet shortly after register-
ing to “map out” a plan for the rest of the 
week.  I was mildly surprised to see that 
the majority of programs (6 out of 10) fo-
cused on digital photography and the en-
tire stereo theater was going to be pre-
sented in digital format.  The program 
book even highlighted the digital work-
shops and prompted attendees to not 
“miss this opportunity to take a complete 
course in digital stereo in only 2 days”.  
The seminars were very informative and 
presented in a manner that, whether a be-
ginner or seasoned digital photographer, 
you left learning some new trick or a bet-
ter way to take, format, organize or pro-
ject your own stereo photography. 
 

Thursday 
 

 Thursday morning came and went 
pretty quickly for me.  Barb Gauche and I 
settled in to watch Steve and Suzanne 
Hughes’ workshop on “Starting with 
StereoData Maker” knowing that we 
would have a conflict with the NSA 
Board Meeting.

Since the Board Meeting is man-
datory for upcoming NSA Chairs, the 
choice was made for us.

 The Stereo Theater portion of the 
day offered a great deal of variety in 
terms of subject matter.  Thirteen pre-
senters offered 16 different shows in the 
category of Art, Architecture, Science 
and Wonder.  Those who attended the 
2008 convention in Grand Rapids, MI 
will certainly remember Jerry Oldaker 
and John Hart’s award winning “Fractal 
Odyssey”.  The pair joined forces again 
and created a new version of the same 
theme with even better results.  Ghosting 
was minimal and the stereo effect was 
fantastic – a great presentation. 
 Friday nights at an NSA Convention 
are always set aside for an adult only 
Stereo Theater Presentation.  Content 
ranges from “artistic nudes” to 
“conceptual erotic images”.  While not 
quite as popular as some of the other ste-
reo theater sessions, the event is always 
well attended and most everything is 
tastefully done.  A personal favorite was 
“Queen of the Fair” featuring Sally 
Rand.  Steve Hughes digitized several of 
the early TruVue classics and combined 
them into one show.  Mark Kernes, an 
adult theater regular, presented “Bright 
Lights, Sin City” which is a behind the 
scenes look at the adult video industry – 
r-rated photos of the x-rated scene. 
 

Saturday 
 

 This year’s Trade Fair opened to the 
public on Saturday morning.  Like the 
rest of the convention, there was an em-
phasis on digital and new technology.  
Without a doubt, the biggest attraction 
was the FujiFilm booth where represen-
tatives were showcasing the much antici-
pated Real 3D System.  Prototypes were 
available for attendees to try out and the 
representatives were anxious to receive 
all feedback.  The camera can be used in 
2D and 3D modes; therefore, you can 
use the camera to “Cha-Cha” if a wider 
stereo base is desired.  To view images, 
FujiFilm has two options.  First is a 3D 
LCD viewer that is similar to a digital 
photo frame except the image is shown 
in 3D without the need for glasses.  Sec-
ond, lenticular prints will be available.  
And, contrary to early reports, users 
should be able to edit and manipulate in-
dividual pairs with programs such as

While firm pricing 
had not yet been determined, the camera 
and LCD viewer are each going to run be-
tween $500.00 and $600.00.  Overall, the 
camera appears to be fairly functional 
with descent quality.  I did express some 
concern regarding the LCD viewer as im-
age quality was fairly average.

 Steve Berezin offered a similar LCD 
viewer that was slightly larger and 
slightly more expensive than the FujiFilm 
version which also worked without the 
need for additional glasses.  Image quality 
was also superior on the viewer Steve had 
available.  Not to be outdone, Cyclopi-
tal3D was showcasing a Digital Stereo-
scopic Hand Viewer.  The viewer is bat-
tery operated and offers 800 X 480 reso-
lution for each eye.  Other features in-

clude:  fully coated optics, ability to hold 
up to 20,000 stereo pairs, and focusing 
knob.  While probably the highest quality 
commercial digital hand viewer available, 
I would rate the image quality at about 8 
out of 10 – still some room for improve-
ment.  The introductory price is $895.00. 
 Stereo Theater continued to excel 
during the Saturday morning and after-
noon sessions.  Two short movies by dif-
ferent photographers, Mermaid Parade 
and Mermaid Avenue, highlighted the an-
nual Coney Island parade welcoming 
summer.
